Important Distinguishing Points

Each law is separate and must be applied separately (504 is
very connected with ADA, state/federal/private)

Section 504 Plan - can use with or without IDEA

Some schools will try to give ONLY 504 Plan

Very similar to Section 504, but not part of planning

IDEA and 504 are part of plan between schools and parents,
not the ADA

But schools must comply with the ADA, and are liable for $$9% if

not (Perez v. Sturgis Public Schools)
