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#2 How much parents have to advocate for their children

-NICU attending refused to do CT of ears
with heart CT as there was no ENT at the
hospital Benjamin was in.

-Ear imaging was delayed until he was 2
years old due to dealing with other medical
issues and difficulty accessing ENT care

-NICU attending also refused to do a
hearing screening because, “He would
probably fail it.”




#3 Accessing care in the community is not always easy

Trouble scheduling with
audiologist office

Early Intervention said he was too
young for a hearing test

e Hearing aid lost in the baby bouncer for
over a month
Cochlear implant is currently missing

hearing aid in 500 times a day, eventually it was
400 times a day, then 300, then 200, etc...

e Cranial helmet use for 10 months

e Hospitalizations - not able to wear
hearing technology sometimes

e Not all families can put the
hearing aids in 500 times a day
